Drill 2 holes, 1 for the cable and one for the screw to hold the paddle in place




Test fit




Bring the wires in the center 




Test fit and adjust to make it straight













Remove the gearbox knob and surrounding trim




You need the 2 middle wires
Blue-white= up shift
blue-yellow= down shift




Remove the old slipring (no contacts in upper left connector)







Install the new one




Run the wires from the slipring to the gearbox and wire them up




Put the wheel back on and go and drive her




The paddles are $100 from Mercedes (AMG paddles) and the slipring and 2 connectors were $110
